For those meters we check that do not
indicate a leak, we will contact you by phone or
email about your higher than average usage.
Our goal is to alert you as quickly as possible
so, if there is water use occurring in or
around your home that you were not aware
of, you can remedy these issues immediately
and bring your water use back down to
your normal level. We can only offer this
courtesy to those for which we have contact
information.
