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WHAT TO EXPECT: PHASE 1

Phase 1 will be constructed from June 18 through July 20. 
It will take place at the Douglas Blvd. and Auburn-Folsom 
Road intersection. Phase 1 will have the most impact to 
surrounding tra�c and businesses. It will involve tra�c 
delays and closure of one right-turn lane.

CONSTRUCTION ALERT: YOUR 
WATER DOLLARS AT WORK
In June, San Juan started construction to replace an old water 
main on Douglas Boulevard. We are replacing this pipeline 
as part of our capital improvement program. Most of the 
current water main was built in the 1950s and is at the end 
of its useful life.

�e project involves installing approximately 4,000 lineal 
feet of new 12-inch water main beginning just west of the 
Auburn-Folsom Road intersection and ending at the Mooney 
Drive intersection. Construction will occur in four phases to 
ensure we maintain ongoing service for our water customers 
and limit the amount of disruption. We are implementing 
some innovative construction methods to minimize public 
impacts and tra�c delays. �e pipeline replacement will 
ensure customers continue to receive water e�ciently with 
improved water infrastructure.

STATE PASSES 
PERMANENT WATER 
EFFICIENCY STANDARDS 
On May 31 Governor Brown signed two 
bills, Assembly Bill 1668 and Senate Bill 
606, to mandate overall water e�ciency 
targets for indoor and outdoor water use 
in California. �e legislation includes an 
overall target of 55 gallons per person per 
day by 2022 and a drop to 50 gallons per 
person by 2030. Our district and other 
local districts in California will be able to 
have more �exibility with mandates 
under these two bills.
